COMPETITIONS:  
Reserve Man / Female, Ashburton VIII, Cadet Reserve Pair & Four.

2 Sighters and 7 to count at 300x & 500x with a time limit of 90 minutes at each distance.

Entry fees are as per the attached Entry Form.
AMMUNITION:  Each school to provide own ammunition.

ENTRIES:  To be submitted with entry fees before 13th April 2017
DRESS:  FULL UNIFORM  M U S T  BE WORN. SHOOTING JACKETS ARE NOT ALLOWED. Headgear must not affect the correct fit of ear defenders

CADET RESERVE FOURS:  This competition is open to Cadets who are under 16 on the 1st April 2016.  Members of Four can shoot either concurrent with the Ashburton VIII or separately.

CADET RESERVE PAIRS:   This competition is open to Cadets who are under 16 on the 1st April 2015.  Members of Pair can shoot either concurrent with the Ashburton VIII or Reserve Four or separately.

All teams, VIII, Pairs and Fours MUST be nominated before shooting commences.
If a School wishes to enter the Cadet Fours only, they will shoot on one shared target only, provided there is more than one School so doing.

MARKERS  Each School must provide target markers who will not be allowed to shoot. They must be able to operate and score the targets as well as knowing the message system.  Any School who does not arrive with markers will be disqualified and not allowed to compete. Alternatively schools may hire markers from the NRA subject to the NRA having enough markers on the day. All markers must report to the LMRA office in person by 1.00pm and be issued with special cards.  IN ADDITION A RANGE SAFETY OFFICER MUST BE AVAILABLE FOR DUTY IF REQUESTED BY CRO.
